At King’s Lynn Academy, we believe that students with Special Educational Needs should be supported through high quality teaching, alongside their peers so that they can make good progress. This, therefore, required teachers in each subject to adapt their provision to meet the needs of individual students. Cognition and Learning
Regular use of knowledge tests to diagnose learning gaps to inform in-class intervention
Teacher makes learning intentions and outcomes explicit
Whole class modelling of reading and writing
Explicit vocabulary instruction using Frayer’s model and reference to Beck’s tiers of Vocabulary
Identification and response to reading barriers – comprehension, decoding, inference- extra support with reading if required.
Text supported with images to help with cognition. Text broken into shorter more manageable chunks if needed
Clear instructions that break tasks down into specific steps and achievable goals
Seating plans used to allow for extra teacher explanation, seating near board and such. Teacher frequently checks for understanding once instructions given and supports, clarifies as needed
Extra time given to answer questions as needed
Printed resources or writing frames provided to support with sentence starters or vocabulary
Use highlighters to mark specific, key parts of text to focus on

















Communication and Interaction 
Teacher modelling of high quality communication and interaction
Modified expectations as required
Clear instructions that break tasks down into specific steps and achievable goals
Explicit teaching of new vocabulary using Frayer’s models
Give student thinking time before answering a question and opportunity for ‘bouncing’ the question to a peer or think/pair share as needed
Seating plans used to allow for extra teacher explanation, seating near board and such
Extra time given to answer questions as needed
Printed resources or writing frames provided to support with sentence starters or vocabulary
Board background colour off white or as required by students in the class
Keep to consistent patterns of behaviour expectations and routines











Social, Emotional and Mental Emotional Health
Sensitive seating plans to support students through peer and teacher support – e.g seating next to door
Clarity of expectations and routines that make students feel secure 
Good teacher/student relationships that promote student self-worth and esteem
Generous and meaningful praise for work and behaviour- ‘catch them being good’
Low key check-ins to monitor emotional states- seek support if needed
Sensitivity to triggers in students – particularly when dealing with particular themes in texts
Allow use of time-out cards, fidget toys, doodling where it aids emotional regulation/ concentration
Lots of opportunities for Kinaesthetic learning- active and fun lessons
Explain negative behaviour with emotional detachment: this was the action, this is the consequence- no raised voices. It is the behaviour which is not acceptable, not the person




Sensory/ and or Physical Needs
Clear seating plans that cater for needs- such as near board or near teacher to see/hear better.
Ensure light is sufficient and suitable
Teacher speaking very clearly in shorter explanations
Ensuring good practice – facing hearing impaired student, shutting door to minimise extraneous noise
Making accessibility adaptations for visually impaired student – font sizes, boldness, text spacing, paper colour, board colour
Allowing extra time to complete reading and writing tasks
All students track reading
Any games played are inclusive
Help any students engage in starter if they arrive late due to moving through quieter corridors
Ensure all students with a physical or sensory disability are provided with recommended equipment such as writing slope, coloured paper or overlay
