Maths SEN Provision

At King’s Lynn Academy, we believe that students with Special Educational Needs should be supported through high quality teaching, alongside their peers so that they can make good progress. This, therefore, required teachers in each subject to adapt their provision to meet 
the needs of individual students. Communication and Interaction 
Maths teachers use clear and concise language in communication with students.
Interaction is calm and well thought out leaving good wait time, thinking time for students to collect their thoughts.
Teachers activate prior knowledge, through prediction of what may cause issues for the leaner. Good use of Questioning, Summarising, Visualising, Inferring, and Clarifying skills are used in lessons to help SEN students  
Maths staff make good use of language, we aim to clarify not to simplify – clearer not easier.
Examples of good practice are below...
Visual visual visual – draw, let them draw – it helps communication and memory.
Lists lists lists – bullet points.
Now and then – first I do this next I do this
Time – remember slower processing and adapt – less is more where quality is rewarded.
Repetition – as much as possible.
Language – clarify don’t simplify – reduce carrier language but keep subject specific.
Chunk task s and lessons into manageable loads, the aim is not to create cognitive overload.
Presentation – distraction free powerpoints and resources.


Cognition and Learning
In order to aid the learning of SEN students the maths team have a well-planned logical sequence of learning throughout all year groups.
Maths teachers logically sequence learning. Using concept mapping, we categorise and sort the key points and present them in a way that best aids SEN students.
Short term Memory can be an issue, maths teachers use chunking, visuals, and triggers in order to aid SEN, and all, students’ progress.
In order to help the attention and focus of students, maths staff set achievable tasks or target. They are timed and presented in distraction free classrooms.

Where possible steps are taken to work carefully with the practical challenges of students with physical difficulties.
Maths rooms’ layouts have been changed to accommodate the needs of students. In some cases maths classes have moved location. The maths department will always make reasonable and practical adaptations to aid the learning of students.
Maths classrooms are calm working environments and aid the need of sensory impaired students to make best use of their educational opportunity.





Social, Emotional and Mental Emotional Health
Maths teachers work hard to take into account the social, emotional and mental health of the students in our care.
Careful use of seating plans and a calm manner with classes help students maximise their time with the maths department.
If a student does start to feel overwhelmed the teacher will chunk and reduce the load, explaining carefully each chunked step.
Where possible the teacher will be flexibility around work, negotiating deadlines where appropriate and if possible.
Care and support is a regular feature in the maths department.
