	Prerequisites and Spiral Teaching:
Primary Citizenship develops pupils’ understanding of themselves in relation to their communities and the wider world and prepares them to play an active role in school and in society through developing knowledge, skills and values.

Learning outside the classroom is an essential element of citizenship education since pupils are expected to engage with their local community and develop knowledge and awareness of the wider world. Citizenship was never intended to be taught exclusively within the classroom.
