	Prerequisites and Spiral Teaching:

Citizenship in KS4 builds on the key stage 3 programme of study to deepen pupils’
understanding of democracy, government and the rights and responsibilities of citizens.

Pupils will develop their skills to be able to use a range of research strategies, weigh
up evidence, make persuasive arguments and substantiate their conclusions. They will
experience and evaluate different ways that citizens can act together to solve problems
and contribute to society.

Learning outside the classroom is an essential element of citizenship education since pupils are expected to engage with their local community and develop knowledge and awareness of the wider world. Citizenship was never intended to be taught exclusively within the classroom.
